Notes:

e Prevnar 13:
o Should only be given if no history of previous dose.
Pneumovax 23:

o There must be at least 5-years between doses.

o Patients should receive Pneumovax 23 every 5 years to
equal 2 doses below the age of 65 plus one dose after
age 65.

o If the patient is age 65 or greater and has already
received the Pneumovax 23 they do not require an
additional dose.

MedQaudfi:

o Give series of 2 if no history of 2 previous doses.

o Repeat every 5 years for life.
Bexsero:

o Give series of 2 if no history of 2 previous doses.

o Repeat at 1-year and every 3-years thereafter for life.
ActHIB:

o Should be given if no history of previous dose.
